FOURTH SUNDAY OF EASTER

15th of May 2011

FROM THE DESK OF THE PASTOR:

This Fourth Sunday of Easter is tradition- |1
ally called “Good Shepherd Sunday” &
because the Gospel is taken from the
tenth chapter of the Gospel of St. John, |
in which Jesus uses the image of the |
Shepherd to refer to himself.

While it is quite unlikely that we will en-
counter true and real shepherds in our everyday lives, we
are still familiar with passages of Scripture that lead us to
give praise to the Lord our Shepherd. Often patients in
hospitals or those sick at home when asked what they
would like to pray from Scriptures most would suggest
Psalm 23, the Shepherd Psalm. The psalm recounts God's
protection, care and guidance. Children still love to
make little sheep with cotton balls to use during First Pen-
ance services to symbolize the Lord going off in search for
the lost sheep.

We see a couple of DYNAMIC aspects of shepherding in
the Gospel today. The first is that the sheep recognize
the voice of their shepherd. The Good shepherd’s great-
est strength is neither his muscle nor intelligence, but his
voice. In some ways the sheep come to trust the shep-
herd. He knows each of his sheep and cares for each of
them, and so when he calls, his sheep respond. There is
something innately a part of a Christian’s soul that wants
to respond to Christ. We have come to trust the Shep-
herd and realize that He knows each of us and cares for
each of us, and so when Christ calls, we respond.

The second aspect of shepherding brought out in Scrip-
tures today is the close bond between a shepherd and
his sheep. The shepherd would lead the way for the
sheep, whether it is in dark valleys or peaceful places.
There is no place that the sheep are led to that the shep-
herd has not first experienced. When the shepherd
sleeps, he lays down at the gate of the pen so that no
sheep can get out and nothing gets in to harm the
sheep.

The third image presents Jesus as the gate of the sheep-
fold. Whoever goes in and out through him will be safe
and find pasture. Gates serve the same function as doors.
Doors are important: they let us in our homes where we
find safety and family. They let us go out so we can meet
friends or make a living or buy things we need etc. They
protect us from outside elements. Jesus tells us as doors
and gates are important, so is he. When he is part of our
comings and goings, when we make him central in our
lives, when we call upon him for blessings on all our activi-
ties, our lives will be secure and our happiness ensured.
Jesus proclaims that he is shepherd and sheep-gate for
his followers.

Or, perhaps you have been
attending mass and worshipping with us here at All Souls
Church, and would like to know more about our Catholic
We have a year-round process to support adults on
their journey to become fully initiated Catholics. This journey is
called R.C.I.A. — the Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults.

This program invites Catechumens, Candidates and anyone who
wishes to deepen one’s faith.

A Catechumen is an unbaptized person undergoing instruction
and formation in preparation for Baptism.

Those already baptized either in the Catholic faith or other Chris-
tian traditions, but never been instructed in Catholic traditions
and have not received the Sacraments of the Eucharist and Con-
firmation are called Candidates. The first step in the process of
becoming a Catholic is called Inquiry, conducted within an infor-
mal group facilitated by our parish team of priests, deacon and
lay catechists. In a welcoming and nurturing setting, newcomers
are invited to ask questions about any aspect of the Catholic
faith.

CUARTO DOMINGO DE PASCUA

15 DE Mavo DEL 2011

Reflexiones del Pdrroco:

Este cuarto Domingo de Pascua es tradicionalmente
llamado "Domingo del Buen Pastor' porque el Evangelio
es tomado del décimo capitulo del Evangelio de San
Juan, en el que JesuUs utiliza la imagen del Pastor para
referirse a si mismo.

Aunque es bastante improbable que enconfremos a
pastores verdaderos y reales en nuestra vida cofidiana,
estamos todavia familiarizados con pasajes de Escritura
que nos llevan a alabar al Senor nuestro Pastor. A menu-
do cuando se les pregunta a pacientes en hospitales o
enfermos en casa lo que les gustaria orar de las Escrituras
la mayoria surgiere el Salmo 23, el Salmo del Pastor. El
Salmo relata la proteccidn, atencién y orientacién de
Dios. Los nifos todavia les encanta hacer ovejas con
bolitas de algoddn para usar durante el servicio de su
primera reconciliacion para simbolizar la bUsqueda del
Senor por la oveja perdida.

Escuchamos un par de aspectos DINAMICOS del pasto-
reo en el Evangelio de hoy. La primera es que las ovejas
reconocen la voz de su pastor. La fuerza mayor del Buen
pastor no es ni su musculo o inteligencia, pero su voz. En
cierto modo la oveja llega a confiar en el pastor. El co-
noce cada una de sus ovejas y cuida de cada uno de
ellos, y asi cuando llama, responden sus ovejas. Hay algo
innato como parte del alma Cristiana que quiere respon-
derle a Cristo. Hemos llegado a confiar en el Pastor y
darnos cuenta que El conoce a cada uno de nosotros y
nos cuida a cada uno, y por lo tanto cuando nos llama
Cristo, respondemos.

El segundo aspecto del pastoreo en las escrituras de hoy
es el estrecho lazo entre un pastor y sus ovejas. El pastor
guiaria el camino para las ovejas, ya sea en valles oscu-
ras o lugares pacificos. No hay ningun lugar a donde se
encaminen las ovejas que el pastor no ha experimenta-
do antes. Cuando el pastor duerme, se establece en la
puerta del redil para que no puedan salirse las ovejas y
nada entfre para danar las ovejas.

La tercer imagen presenta a Jesus como la puerta del
redil. Quien entre y salga a través de El estard seguro y
enconfrard pasto. Los portones sirven para la misma fun-
cién que las puertas. Puertas son importantes: nos dejan
entrar a nuestras casas donde enconframos seguridad y
familia. Nos dejan salir, para poder encontrarnos con
amigos 0 ganarnos la vida o comprar cosas que necesi-
tamos etc.. Nos protegen de elementos externos. Jesus
nos dice asi como las puertas y los portones son impor-
tantes, asi es El. Cuando El es parte de nuestras idas y
venidas, cuando lo hacemos parte central de nuestras
vidas, cuando lo llamamos por bendiciones en todas
nuestras actividades, nuestras vidas estardn seguras y
nuestra felicidad asegurada.
