TWENTY-FIFTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY

FROM THE DESK OF THE PASTOR:

Jesus used parables in his preaching for a
partficular purpose. In our Gospel today, He
shows how God continually surprises us and
does things quite differently from the way we
would ever think of doing. There is always a
surprise ending, an unexpected fwist that
required hearers to challenge their way of thinking and
doing things in a new way in order to get to the point of
the parable.

That new way of thinking was meant to startle his audi-
ence into entering into a whole new experience of reality,
an experience that he calls “the kingdom of heaven”.

St. Matthew records the parable of a merciful, generous
landowner: He encounters five sets of workers, who are
sent to work aft five very different times all through the day.
The workers hired at dawn are promised the ‘usual daily
wage’; those sent at nine a.m. are promised a ‘just
wage'. The landowner apparently promised the same to
the rest of the laborers hired later on.

The paradigm in the story startles everyone when the day
comes to an end and it is time to pay their wages. He
pays all of his workers the same wage, regardless of how
little they have worked. That surprise ending did not make
sense in the day-laborer economy of Jesus' time, and it
would have made the story seem absurd.

But the ‘twist’, and the point of the story is the shift in per-
spective from “fair’ to “necessary” for the laborers who
worked only a few hours. Their families still needed to be
fed, no matter how few hours the laborers had worked. It
is their need to which the landowner responds with mag-
nanimous generosity, rather than what they have done to
deserve their wages.

To suggest that God is like the landowner and that God'’s
reign will be an experience of that kind of compassionate,
unconditional grace is fruly Good News. Jesus invites his
hearers to enter the kingdom by accepting the “twist” in
his parable, that is, by casting their lot with his way of living
in a world of gracious mercy and compassionate forgive-
ness — a world where it is not our paltry contributions that
bring us our own salvation, rather it is God's overflowing
mercy which simply reaches out to us in our need.
Therefore, the Gospel challenges to us fo be as generous
as God is - “gracious and merciful, slow to anger and of
great kindness”.

Reflexiones del Pdarroco:

JesUs uso parabolas en su predicacion para un propési-
to en particular. En nuestro Evangelio de hoy, El mues-
tra como Dios continuamente nos sorprende y hace
cosas bastante diferentes a la forma en que nosotros
pensariamos en hacerlo. Siempre hay un final sorpresi-
Vo, Un giro inesperado que requiere oyentes a retar su forma de pensar
y hacer las cosas de una manera nueva para llegar al punto de la para-
bola. Esa nueva forma de pensar pretendia asustar a su audiencia a
entrar en una nueva experiencia de la realidad, una experiencia que El
llama "el Reino de los Cielos".

San Mateo registra la parabola de un hacendado misericordioso y ge-
neroso: El se encuentra con cinco grupos de trabajadores, quienes son
enviados a trabajar en cinco horarios muy diferentes a lo largo del dia.
Los trabajadores contratados en la madrugada son prometidos el
'salario diario habitual'; aquellos enviados a las 9am son prometidos un
"salario justo". El hacendado aparentemente le prometié lo mismo al
resto de los obreros contratados mas tarde.

El giro en la historia sorprende a todos ahora cuando el le pague a
todos sus trabajadores el mismo salario a pesar de lo poco que trabaja-
ron. Ese final sorpresivo no tenia sentido en la economia del obrero del
tiempo de Jesus, y habria hecho la historia parecer absurda. Pero el
'giro" y el punto de la historia es el cambio en perspectiva de "justo" a
"necesario” para los obreros que trabajaban sélo unas pocas horas.
Sus familias aun necesitaban ser alimentadas, sin importar las pocas
horas trabajadas por los obreros. Es su necesidad a la que el hacenda-
do responde, en lugar de lo que han hecho para merecer sus salarios.
Sugerir que Dios es como el hacendado y que el reinado de Dios sera
una experiencia de ese tipo de compasion, gracia incondicional es
verdaderamente una buena noticia. JesUs invita a sus oyentes a entrar
al Reino, aceptando el "giro" en su parabola, es decir, convirtiendo su
suerte con su forma de vivir en un mundo de misericordia y perdon
compasivo - un mundo donde no es nuestra contribucion miserable que
nos trae nuestra propia salvacién, mas bien es la desbordante miseri-
cordia de Dios que simplemente llega a nosotros en nuestra necesidad.
Por lo tanto, es un reto para nosotros ser tan generosos como Dios lo
es - "misericordioso y compasivo, lento a la ira y de gran bondad".
