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HOLY WEEK 2011
As the Lenten Journey merges into, the unfolding of the glory of Easter, the readings provide a rich array of images
inviting us into the deepest mysteries of our redemption.
The Passion of Our Lord presents the inexorable result of the Gospels we have been hearing for the last several
weeks. In conversing with a Samaritan woman and staying in her town, Jesus fraded in his ritual purity as a Jew to
give her living water. In curing the man born blind on the Sabbath, Jesus traded his status as a law-abiding Jew
and a respected prophet in order to give him the light fo see. In going back to Judea fo raise Lazarus, Jesus risked
his life to bring Lazarus back to life. Now, in the Passion, Jesus exchanges his life for the redemption of the world.
During the Holy Week the Church asks us to immerse ourselves in the celebration of the events leading to Easter.
These days made holy by the "Self-emptying” of our Lord brings us a wonderful opportunity of gaining grace to
replenish our souls. The services are designed fo relive the Redemption: to meditate on the agony our savior suf-
fered so that our souls might live. We accompany our Lord to the Last supper, to the Garden of Gethsemane, to
Calvary and to the tomb by faithfully attending the services during the Holy Week.
The Church urges us to prepare to fulfill our Easter Duty: celebrate the Sacrament of Reconciliation, receive Holy
Communion worthily on Holy Thursday, Good Friday and on Easter Sunday.

PALM SUNDAY - PASSION SUNDAY RECONCILIATION SERVICE

The solemn procession of this Sunday recalls
Jesus’ entry into Jerusalem. He comes as a king.
He enters humbly riding a donkey. He comes as
a man of peace. We gather to bless our palms
and proclaim Jesus as our King. This moment of
triumph opens the door to Holy Week. The ech-
oes of our song of glory and honor fade as we
ponder the long narration of Jesus’ passion,
death and burial. The readings from Isaiah and
the letter to the Philippians help us retain some
balance and seek comfort as we consider death
and its relationship to life, the crucifixion and
its relationship to the Resurrection.

During the season of Lent, we have focused as a Catholic Community
on prayer, fasting and almsgiving, to grow in the awareness of our sins,
and rely on the compassionate and merciful love of God, to repent, to
make amends, yearn for forgiveness, reconciliation and healing and
determination not to sin again. The Church offers this reconciliation
service to make peace with God and with one another at our upcoming
Parish Communal Sacrament of Reconciliation with an opportunity
for individual confession on Wednesday, April 20th at 7:00pm.

Even if you have never before received the Sacrament of Reconciliation
in a community setting, we encourage you to join us. Reconciliation
and healing can bring great joy and unburden all our fears and anxieties
and rest secure and peaceful into the arms of our merciful Father.

HOLY THURSDAY 21 April 2011
THE MASS OF THE LORD’S SUPPER
We remember the Passover: We wash feet and ponder on Jesus.
The symbolic act of foot washing signifies far more than a simple
act of hospitality or of humble service. It is a parabolic enactment
of the meaning of Jesus’ death: his willing relinquishment of his life
for those he loves. The willingness to go to calamity’'s depths for
another is not dependent on that one reciprocating the love, as is
evident from Jesus' washing of Judas’ feet as well as those of Pe-
ter.
It is in this context, that we recall and experience Jesus institute
the Eucharist. The celebration of Holy Thursday today brings to
mind the words of the instifution of the Eucharist. ...And He took
bread, gave thanks and broke if, and gave it to them, saying,
“This is my body given for you; do this in remembrance of me.” In
the same way, after the supper He took the cup, saying, “This cup
is the new covenant in my blood, which is poured out for you.” Do
this in memory of me. (Lk 22:19-20). We give thanks and praise to
God for mercy and redemption.
The New Covenant is forged at the Last Supper and fulfilled with
Jesus' Resurrection. Schedule for the day:

THE HOLY TRIDUUM
With the setting of the sun on Thursday evening, our forty-day Lenten journey of conversion will draw to a close. The Church reminds us that
these days are set before us a reminder of the wonders God accomplished through Jesus Christ. Through Him we are saved and made free.

GOOD FRIDAY 22 April 2011
THE CELEBRATION OF THE PASSION OF OUR LORD

This is a day of Universal fast and abstinence.

A Day of prayerful silence and penance.
Today we are invited to witness the glory of the
cross of our Lord Jesus Christ. The refrain today is
‘Behold the wood of the Cross, on which hung the
savior of the world’ and we come to worship Him.
On this day, the Cross becomes a tangible symbol
with which we interact. We were marked for Christ
at the time of our Baptism and we continue to
mark ourselves with this sign of our salvation.
Each time we make the sign of the Cross, we pro-
claim our willingness to take up our cross and fol-
low Christ, as he challenged those who wished to
be his disciples. Through this Cross we are re-
deemed and are given the grace of new life in
Christ.

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SEMANA SANTA 2011 El sufrimiento de Jesus fue verdadero; Y por su propia decision; JesUs sufrio el
dolor de haber sido abandonado por sus compafieros: ‘Esta noche todos ustedes me abandonaran’. El sufrid el amargo dolor
de ser traicionado por uno de sus discipulos, Judas. Negado por Pedro... Y despojado.....

El temor y la angustia en el jardin eran tan intensos que El le pidié al Padre, “aparta de mi este caliz, pero que no se haga lo
que yo quiero, sino lo que tu quieres”. El no tenia a nadie con quien compartir su agonia. Los tres, Pedro, Santiago y Juan,
en quienes el confiaba seguin los evangelistas, estaban dormidos. Podria ser que ellos estaban sobrecogidos por la intensidad
del dolor causado por el sufrimiento y que su mecanismo fisico y psicoldgico ya no podria mas ... Y se habia cerrado en un
aparente ‘estilo de sueno’.

El sufrid insultos, golpes, burlas, escupidas; luego los azotes del latigo y el agudo dolor de las espinas. Finalmente vino la
verglienza de ser condenado a la muerte.

Y nosotros podemos sentirnos tentados a preguntar: donde esta Dios, donde estaba el Padre, por que guardo silencio, ...
Nuestro Padre arriesgé a su Unico Hijo para morir por nosotros. Nuestro Dios dio todo lo que El tenia, al dar a Su Hijo Unico
amado para que muriera por ti y por mi. Todo este sufrimiento hubiera sido en vano, y no hubiera podido redimir ni siquiera
una esquina del mundo si no hubiera sido por amor. Fue por su amor que El soportd y ofrecié su sufrimiento al Padre por no-
sotros. Su Amor por ti y por mi, conquisto todo.

DOMINGO DE RAMOS

La procesion solemne de este domingo nos recuerda
la entrada de Jesus en Jerusalén. El entré6 como rey
montado humildemente en un burro. Llegd como un
hombre de paz. Nos reunimos para bendecir nues-
tras palmas y proclamar a Jesis como nuestro Rey.

Este momento de triunfo abre la puerta a la Semana
Santa. El eco de nuestro canto de gloria y honor se
desvanece cuando meditamos sobre la larga narracion
de la pasién de Jesus, su muerte y su sepultura.

Las lecturas de Isaias y la carta a los filipenses nos
ayudan a retener un poco de balance y buscar con-
suelo mientras consideramos la muerte y su relacion a
la vida; la crucifixion y su relacion a la Resurreccion.
